Sandia X-ray Technician Writes of 
Her Victory Over Dreaded Cancer 

The autobiography of a cancer victim, written by Mrs. Mary 
Murphy, Sandia Corporation X-ray technician, will be published 
next fall by Vantag-e Press of New York. 

Mary, who writes under the pseudonym, Mary Payne. was once 
told she would die of cancer within six months. She has worked 
for the Laboratory for over a year , her apparently incurable pe-lvic 
cancer-after five years- now considered healed by X-ray and 
radium therapy. 

Mary's book, largely the clay-to•
day story of her siege with the dread 
disease, is entitled: "My Cancer Is 
Cured." With it, the author hopes 
to relieve some of the fear which 
every cancer victim experiences, and 
to encourage others. 

Expression of Faith 
Mary says her book, which took 

her months to write, is a personal 
expression of her faith in God. "Only 
my re ligious faith kept me alive," 
she said this week. "I promised my•
self if I were spared, that I would 
write a book of my experiences to 
lend hope to other victims of the 
disease . 

Slender, red-haired, full of vita•
lity, Mary's face is unlined despite 
her 54 years. Widowed, she lives 
a lon e at 704 Lead SW, in downtown 
Albuquerque. She has a grown 
daughter living in Ca lifornia, and 
two grandchildren. 

Now X-ray Technician 
Mary's present occupation as an 

X -ray technician in 3160 is also the 
result of her fight with in-operable 
cancer of the pelvis. Bedridden in 
1941 for a seven-month series of 
radium and X-ray treatments, she 
was impressed by the healing powers 
of X-ray. She arose, a cancer conva•
lescent, determined to attend X-ray 
school and receive her diploma as a 
registered technician. 

Mary Murphy 
-tells of victory-

"Today," she says, "I am another 
of 30,000 former cancer victims in 
the U.- S. who have been declared 
cured afte r a trial five-year observa •
tion period. Perhaps in my work in 
X-ray, I may somet ime help another 
to health." 

At present, in her a fter-cluty hours, 
Mary is working on other articles 
and stori es in the medical field .

Jose Silva has a glint in his eye 
when he makes that statement, but 
when he tells his story you see it's 
true. 

Was 20 Years Old 
- Joe, who works in the Materials 

Laboratory of Division 1621, came 
to work at Sandia when he was 20 
years old, six years ago. His first 
job here was in Plant Maintenance. 

"I own 15 acres of good land near 
Tome, about 30 miles south of Albu•
querque," Joe tells. He got the land 
from his father in 1947 when he was 
"fresh-out" of the Air Force. Joe 
decided to become a ·farmer. · He was 
married and farming was for him. 

"Beatrice, my wife, and I both 
liked farming, and with my own land 
the future looked good," he says. 

However, insufficient irrigation 
water and a plague of grasshoppers 
dimmed the future of the young 
farmer. Those were th$! grasshop•
pers, he reports , which made him de•
cide to apply for work at Sandia.

For the first three years he drove
