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ALO Manager Reviews Sandia's Safety Record 
Sandia Corporation employees 

have aga in r eceived recognition 
for an outstanding safety record . 

The U. S . Atomic Ener gy Com•
mission has presented to the Cor•
poration its Award of Merit. San•
dia Corporation employees worked 
2,089 ,668 man-hours, from Oct . 
22 , 1955 to Jan. 3, 1956, without 
suffering a disabling injury. 

I n presenting the award to San•
dia Corporation, K . E. Hertford , 
Manager of the AEC 's Albuquer•
que Operations Office r eviewed 
Sandia's safety record. 

"The first record of occupa •
tional injury experience Cat San-

dial," he said, "da t es from 1948 
when Sandia Labora tory was 
oper a ted by th e University of 
Ca lifornia for the Atomic Ener gy 
Commission . 

"At the end of 1948 t h ere were 
1,252 employees at Sandia and the 
frequency r a te (injuries per mil •
lion man-hours worked ) was 7.32. 
By the end of 1949 Sandia Lab•
oratory employed 1,681 people 
and the injury rate for th at year 
was 6.26 .... In November of t h a t 
year Western Elect ric took over 
opera·t ion of Sandia Laboratory ." 

Mr. H ertford poin ted out th at 
during 1950 another 1,000 em-

ployees wer e added to the rolls 
and the downward trend of th e 
frequency r ate cont inued. At t h e 
end of tha t year th e injury r ate 
stood at 5.34, an improvement of 
27 per cent over th e 1948 rate in 
a m a tter of two years . 

The year 1951 was r em arkable 
for Sandia Corporation insofa r as 
its safety r ecord was concerned ," 
Mr. H er tfmd said . "In spite of th e 
fact tha t the employm ent rolls 
came to over 4,000 , the frequen cy 
r ate was .81-th e lowest annua l 
r a te yet experien ced by a large 
contractor of this facili ty . 

"Only six of the 4,000 employees 

working under this contract we1'e 
in jured in th e course of th eir 
employm en t," Mr. Her t ford r e•
calls, "only one perman en t ly, with 
a minor par t ia l disability . 

"This is t ruly a safety a ccom•
plishment of whic,h to be proud," 
h e said . 

"In 1952 the frequen cy r ate in•
cr eased to 1.61 , still a very good 
record for an oper ations facility 
wh en o ther contractors of t he 
AEC in this category wer e build•
ing a frequency r ate of 2.47 . 

"Since 1952 t h e injury fre•
quency ra te h as f luctuated very 
li ttle, r emaining consisten t ly un-

der 2.00 and exceeding total AEC 
oper ations cont ractor average only 
in 1955 wh en the Sandia Corpora•
tion frequency was 1.76, the AEC 
n ation a l average was 1.69." 

Mr. Hertford con sidered as note •
worthy the fact that Sandia Cor •
pora tion h as n ever had a fa tal 
a ccident despite the "eight years 
of fa irly h azardous operations ." 

The disabling injury frequen cy 
rate for the total experience from 
t h e beginning of 1948 through 
April , 1956, is 2.26 . During this 
period, 142 disabling injuries re •
sulted in th e loss of 12,379 man 
days of work . 
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662 New Employees at Sandia: 
Total on Ro.lls Now Nears 6000 

Sandia Corporation's "Help 
Wanted" sign , which h as been out 
for som e time, is bringing results. 

In the first six months of 
1956 there have been 662 new 
employees join. the Corporation 
a nd the tota l munber of em•
ployees now on roll is n earing 
the 6,000 mark. 
A large number of these n ew 

employees are with the scientific 
and technical backgrounds which 
are so urgently needed. There h ave 
been 260 me.n and women with 
var ious levels of scientific t raining 
accept jobs at Sandia Corporation 
since the first of the year. 

One hundred and sixt y- two are 
alre•ady on the job and nine have 
indicated t h a t they will sta r t work 
soon. 

Graduates Join 
Frank E. Bell, supervisor of the 

Staff Employm ent Section of the 
Employment and Personnel De•
partment, reports that 99 new 
gradua tes from ·colleges of engi•
neering h ave accepted posit ions 
with Sandia •and by t he end of 
June, 56 were at work. 

"The number of acceptan ces 
of Sandia Corporation job of•
fers has gone up," Mr. Bell re•
norts. 
'tn 1955 represen tatives from 

Sandia went to 79 schools and a t 
the end of nine months they ha.d 
hired 57 newly gradu a ted en gi•
neers. I n 1956, Mr. Bell reports, 
these r epresentatives had gone t o 
Il l different schools and 99 gra d•
nates h ad accepted positions at 
-"l~ndia. 

'Tp to the end of. June, Sandia 
COl poration had hired six engi•
n e0ring gradua tes of the Univer•
sity of New Mexico. 

Vacan cies Exist 
"Even with stepped-up accept •

ance from new engineers, physi•
cists, mathematicians and oth ers," 
Mr. Bell reports, " there are still 
m any va cancies a t S andia Corpo•
ration . We need now approximate•
ly 200 m en and women with pro•
fessional engineering, ;physics or 
other degrees. 

Activity in the General Em•
ployment Section has a lso been 
going on at a hlgh r a te. Brian 
H. Finley, section supervisor, 
reports that during the first six 
months of the year 4,255 peo•
ple were interviewed by hls sec•
tion. Of these 500 were hired for 
work at Sandia Corporation. 
Despite this, he points out, there 

a re still many openings in th e 

genei·al employm en t f ield a t t h e 
Corporation. 

Qualified Persons Needed 
Willi·am G . Funk, Man ager of 

the Employmen t and Personnel 
Department , summed up th e task 
his people are facing with this 
statemen t , "We h ave m ade great 
gains in secur ing qualified p er-

sons in scientific, technical ·and 
other fields, but the need is still 
felt fo r m an y more qua lified per•
sons. 

"The job ah ead of San dia Cor•
POPation is exten sive, importan t 
an d demanding and we sh all con•
t inue to seek qu a lified employees 
to fill a wide '<'ariety of vacan cies."

Wrote Secretary Quarles: " Secrets connected with our na•
tional defense must not be given away on a silver platter. Failure 
to handle cla ssified information properly, poor physical protec•
tion for classi fi ed material , and indiscreet talk are three major 
secur ity violations. These failu res, singly or in combination , are 
of utmost se ri ousness . 

" The reasons for classifying information are simple . They 
are to: 

1. Preserve the advantages gained in the development 
of weapons , and 

2. Protect the defense p lans of the United States . 
" Th ese rea !:'ons are of such great importance that the gov•

ernm ent imposes heavy penaltie5 on those who disregard them. 
" The task of safeguarding cla ss ified information is the re•

sponsibility of all persons who have been entru sted with it . 
Th ese are peop le who have been granted security clearances 
after a pa i nsta k ing investigation has establ ished that they are 
reliab le and trustworthy . 

''People entrusted w ith classified information must deny 
access to all unauthorized persons; thev must restrict access to 
those authorized persons who have a ' need to know'; and they 
must follow faithfull y prescr ibed procedures for handling classi•
fied informati on . 

" If these ru les are followed, our secrets will not be given 
away."

Notaries Public are authorized to 
send in registrations, however to 
avoid any possible mix -up the best 
approach is to go personally to the 
county clerk 's office at the Berna•
lillo County Courthouse at Fourth 
and Tijeras.

Elecom 125 Starts Work Here 
To Save Sandia Time, Money 

Lights blink from a battery of tubes like a pinball m achine on double 
tilt . A constant whir and hum accompanies a stream of punched paper 
tape as it streams out of the ejection uni t. 

Elecom 125 Opera ting 
To Hank Schutzberger, Super•

visor of Mathematical Services 
Division , 5242, this is not confus•
ing. It is the practical and orderly 
operation of Elecom 125, a com•
puter recently purchased by San•
dia Corporation and installed in 
Bldg. 880, Rm. 34. It will be joined 
by another Elecom 125 in the near 
future. These computers are prod•
ucts of the Underwood Corpora•
tion . 

The stream of punched paper 
represents an answer to a problem 
that would require a trained op•
erator using a desk calculator 
1,000 hours to complete. Elecom 
125 can solve it in an hour, Schutz•
breger said. 

Once the instructions have been 
given the machine , all the solv•
ing processes are automatic . The 
answer comes out on a punched 
tape which is run through a 
" reader" unit. The final answer 
then emerges in finished printed 
form . 

These computers will be the 
heart of an automatic data gath•
ering and processing system pres•
ently under development in the 
Field Test organizations, Moffat 
said . Data will be recorded in the 
field in a form that is readily 
transmittable by Teletype link to 
the Data Reduction facility where 
it will be fed directly to the com•
puter without any human inter•
vention . 

This will permit the results of 
tests to be available to engineers 
in hours instead of weeks.

' 'There a re other advantages," 
Moffat continued, " the computers 
in normal operation h ave 50 per 
cent more capacity and are 10 
t1m 3s faster than the IBM m a •
chines. They could be used con•
tinuously 24 hours a day. If the 
old equipment were used m ore 
th an eight hours additiona l rent 
would have been charged. 

"As computers go," Moffat said, 
"The Elecoms a re only m edium 
size , but they will fulfill all the 
needs we will have in the foresee•
able future." 

The Elecom is a stored program 
digital type computer , Moffat 
said. It has a m agnetic drum that 
can store 4,000 ten digit numbers 
plus a maximum of ten tape units 
than can store 600 ,000 ten digit 
numbers each. 

Access time to an y information 
in storage is 1.7 milliseconds. The 
computer can obtain the sum of 
600 ten digit numbers in one sec•
end. This includes access t ime.
