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Study of Mars Will Test New 
Tracking Telescope Camera 

Ma rs, not the God of War , but 
the planet some 35 million miles 
away , will be used by Sandia Cor•
poration in a project which will 
provide data for the Interna tional 
Geophysical Yea r in 1957. 

On Sept. 7, 1956, the planet 
will be at its closest approach to 
Earth in 32 years. 

During the days near Sept. 7, 
a delicate instrument developed 
by Sandia Corporation weighing 
2 !I! tons will track the planet, 
kcep!ng its 24-inch eye trained 
on Mars' turbulent atmosphere. 

A m ass of other electronic de•
vices including an image-orthic•on 
tube <TV camera) will be attached 
to the telescope. Through the 
use of these devices, Dan F enster•
macher , 5221 , says it might be 
possible for the telescope to pho•
tograph the "canals" on Mars- a 
feat tha t h as been attempted 
m any t imes but has never been 
successful beca use of interferen ce 
of the ea rth 's atmosphere.

24-inch fused qua r tz mirror- one 
of th e largest of th is type in exist•
ence. The blank was cast in Eng•
land by the Thermal S yndica te 
and was ground a nd a luminized by 
P erkin-Elmer Corpora tion of Nor•
walk, Conn. It is one of two owned 
by Sandia. 

Designed by 5220 
The magnifying power will 

r an ge fr om 60 to 1200 diameter s. 
Focal len gth will be 10 feet . The 
tube will be in three sections made 
of cast aluminum . It will be filled 
with helium a nd sealed for bett er 
control of temperature varian ces. 

The telescope was developed 
by the Optical Development 
Group, 5221-1, of the Tracking 
Systems o1·ganization. In addi•
tion to Fenstermacher, Kenneth 
K emp, Dan Parsons, Irv Lenz, 
C. A. Coonce, Paul Travis and 
Kurt Schikowski were responsi•
ble for solving var2ous design 
problems of the instrument.

The objectives of the seminar 
wer e to improve science teaching 
and to seek a m eans of stimulating 
inter est in science among students 
who show talent in this direction . 
It emphasized the n ecessity for 
tra ining young scientists and the 
great opportunities tha t are open 
in this fi eld .

Sandians to Operate New AEC 
Ballistic Test Range In Nevada 

Sandia Corporation F ield Test 
Organ ization will start operating 
this year a temporary ballistics 
test r an ge for the Atomic Energy 
Commission on Air Force land 
southeast of Tonopah, Nev. 

The AEC's Las Vegas office will 
soon begin development of the 
624 square mile area. Sandia Cor•
poration is providing the necessary 
architect , engineer and inspection 
ser vices. 

P ro p o s e d construction a nd 
equipment will cost about $450,-
000. Immediate work will in •
clude drilling a water well, lo•
cating and removing bomb duds 
(the land h as been used by the 
Air Force for a bombing and 
gunnery range) and building of 
roads. 
Later a control building, utility 

building, weather station building, 
generator building, warehouse and 
instrum entation stations will be 
con structed . 

The facility will be used for a 
ran ge to test ballistic characteris•
tics of weapons shapes. 

In the past such test s h ave 
been performed at Salton Sea 
Test Base in California, within 
a limited portion of the Yucca 
Flats a rea of Nevada Test Site 
and at various Department of 
Defense r anges. 
The Tonopah range tests will 

not involve nuclear detonations 
and will not regularly involve 
detonations of m ore conventional 
high explosives. All devices or 
weapons tested will be aircraft de•
livered . 

The ran ge will be operated 
yea r-around. It is anticipated 
that there will be tests on an 

average of 10 days a month , or 
120 days a year. 

Use will continue during nu •
cleai' test operations at the 
nearby Nevada Test Site, ex•
cept on days when there are nu •
clear detona tions there. 
A sm all group of Sandia Corpo•

ration personnel from the Instru•
mentation Services Department, 
5210 , will be stationed perm an•
ently at the range, probably liv•
ing in Tonopah. A few days before 
a ba llis tic test is sch eduled , addi•
tional technical personnel will 
m ove into Tonopah from Salton 
Sea Test Base and Sandia COl·por•
ation in Albuquerque. 

It is now planned to have the 
first test in the fall of this year, 
not before Oct. 1.

Lab News Reporter Tells of 
'Bombs Away' at Yucca Flat 

EDITOR'S NOTE: Sandia Corp •
oration's operation s at Tono•
pah will be much the same as 
those conducted by the F ield 
Ope1·ations Divi s ion, 5214, 
headed by Howard Austin, at 
Salton Sea Test Base and a t 
Yucca Flat in Nevada. Recently 
a Sandia Lab News reporter 
witnessed a typical "drop" at 
Yucca and the following is a 
brief description of what takes 
place: 
It 's early morning at Yucca 

Flat and the bright Nevada sun•
lignt fl ashes on the "drop plane," 
an Air Force B-52 bomber, as it 
begins its live run over the target 
zone. T ense seconds click by as 
m en on the ground prepare their 
instruments to record the non•
nuclear ballistic perform ance of 
a prototype weapon. 

At four Askania cine- theodolite 
camera stations placed at various 
di5tances from the t a r g e t, 
the cameramen scan the sky 
in search of the plane. At t he 
stations are Ray O'Neil, Earl Sax•
t:m. C:n l Cianciabella, Arthur 
cary, Bob Wagn er , Joe Dirnber•
ger, Carl Hildebrandt, Ed Barber 
and Harvey Harter. 

Soon the low drone of jet 
engines becom~ audib!e and 
cameramen set their sights on 
the approaching aircraft. A few 
miles away, at the Control 
Point-the n erve center of the 
operation-B. G. Edwards, test 
controller, establishes radio con•
tact with the plane's pilot. 
The ground radar station near•

by plots the plane's course and 
re lays fli ght path corrections to 
the pilot. At the radar trailers are 
Bill Moore , Elmo Hirni and AI 
Boles. 

Have Weather Data 
Azimuth and elevation instruc•

tions are relayed to the camera 
stations from Control by Ben 
Davis. P reviously, over in the 
weather trailer, Tommy Earp and 
Haskell Jacobs have sent up bal•
loon s with radio-sonde equipment 
which transmit upper-air condi•
tion s. In the telemetering trailer 
Frank Moore and Dave Danielson 
give their equipmen t a last-minute 
c11eck. 

Then the big moment a rrives. 
T~lemetering tra nsmitters con•
tained in the bomb are turned 
on, the signal strength ch ecked 
by Gordon Hawley back at Con •
trol. It's a critical moment. If 
the signal is too weak, the test 

must be postponed and the air•
craft, a lready running low on 
fuel, must return to base. 
But the signal is strong, the 

weather is right, the plane is 
r apidly approaching the target. 
The cameramen follow the air•
craft with their instrum ents. The 
count-down begins ... nine 
eight . . . seven ... six five 
... four . . . three . . . two 
one . .. bombs away ! 

Da ta Recorded 
By the time the dust clears after 

impact, all information on the 
weapon 's beh avior has been re •
corded . . . just seconds after re•
lease. A film sequence of the bomb 
drop h as been m ade, telemetering 
signals carrying specific informa•
tion on weapon component r eac•
tion have been recorded , weather 
data h as been entered, the point 
of impact surveyed. 

But dropping bombs is not the 
only Yucca operation in which 
the Field Operations Division takes 
part. Just recently the group has 
undertaken the job of helping ob•
tain data on the effects of super•
sonic shock waves resulting from 
penetration of the sound barrier 
by Air Force jet planes . 

Surprisingly little is known 
about these shock waves, ac•
cording to Howard Austin, and 
m ust be learned as the Air 
Fll'rce continues to develop fast•
er a ircraft capable of carrying 
nuclear weapons. 
One purpose of these tests, 

Howard explained, is to determ ine 
the amount of shock that ground 
structures can withstand as a ir•
craft break the sonic barrier. 
Once this data is gathered it will 
be used in determining design of 
instrumentation s helt ers and 
other buildings for the Tonopah 
range. 

Yucca Served Well 
Yucca Flat, which has served a 

useful purpose, is fast becoming 
obsolete as a land r an ge for non•
nuclear tests. A larger drop zone 
was deemed necessary due to in•
creasing speeds of jet a ircraft 
used to deliver the weapons. A 
r an ge of mountain s ringing Yuc•
ca creates a hazard to low-flying 
super-sonic planes, and the range 
1s too short to conduct low a lti•
tude , high-speed drops. 

The Tonopah range was selected 
as an interim arran gem ent until 
a larger joint Army, Navy, Air 
Force and AEC range can be con•
structed at a later date in anoth er 
location.

During June they processed 
forms for 240 persons starting 
work at the Corporation. 
Before the good-will emissaries 

appear , the prospective employee 
h as already had an interview, 
filled out a Sandia job application 
form and an AEC P ersonnel Se•
curity Questionnaire. In the past 
six mon th s 991 "PSQ's" have been 
typed in ·final form by the "P " 
cleared typing pool from forms 
prepared "in-rough " by 3153. A 
medica l examination also has been 
completed and a job offer has been 
accepted. 

The papers containing this in•
formation a re the beginning of 
each employee's personnel file, 
which is m aintained throughout 
his stay at Sandia Corporation. 

" Q " Cleared and R eady 
Reporting time for a new em•

ployee m arks the end of a long 
wait for security clearance and for 
results of the medical examina •
tion. In som e cases a preliminary 
clearance is given pending com•
pletion of investigation for a "Q" 
security clearance as required by 
the Atomic Energy Act. With a 
"P " clearance a n ew employee m ay 
do non-classified work outside the 
Technical Area while awaiting his 
"Q" clearance.

Sandia Needs Signatures 
The Corporation also has a few 

forms to be completed: a medical 
statement that the employee's 
physical condit ion is unchanged 
since taking the exam, notice of 
conditional employment subject to 
"Q" security clearance (for those 
on a preliminary clearance ) and 
an orientation class slip for which 
attendance is sch eduled in Tra in•
ing Section 3124-1. 

One of the girls will h elp 
those hired from out-of-state to 
fill out expense and trav ~l 

vou ch ers and reimbursement for 
cost of medical examination. 
These forms are rushed through 
to assure prompt payment. 
New employees learn that there 

are several ways in which pay 
checks may be handled. The 
check may be deposited directly 
in th e individual 's bank account 
or delivered each pay day at the 

employee's place of work. In ad-

dition to required withholdings, 
employees m ay arrange to have 
payroll deductions made for C8ro•
nado Club dues, U. S. Savings 
Bonds and credit union , and other 
authorized item s. Each person fills 
out a form to indicate his choice. 

The Corporation locator service 
a lso needs to know an employee's 
home and work address and tele•
phone number, and this requires 
another form.

Although there are no commun•
ities along the water routes, the 
boats did pass sever al prospectors' 
cabins, which a re usually reached 
by access roads ending some 10 
miles away.
